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 Here is my answer: ñAbsolutely! Any flying object that canôt be identified is a UFO.ò Then I must continue, 
ñBut do I believe in UFOs piloted by Vulcans, Klingons, Cardassians or little green men? The answer is a 
definite no.ò Sorry, Star Wars and Star Trek fans! But if I donôt believe in aliens flying around in UFOs, 
does that mean I reject the idea that intelligent life could exist in outer space? As was once said, ñLooking at 
the mess people get themselves into in this world, sometimes I wonder if thereôs intelligent life on earth, let 
alone outer space.ò Dr. Clifford Wilson, author of the million-copy bestseller Crash Go the Chariots, did a 
lot of research on UFOs. He concluded that, by far, the majority were either misunderstood natural phenom-
ena or misinterpreted manmade objects. However, he did conclude there was a very small percentage that 
couldnôt be explained, and he allowed the possibility of some supernatural originðalbeit evil. But regard-
less, he, like me, does not believe in intelligent physical beings on planets other than our earth. A number of 
leading evolutionists, like the late Dr. Carl Sagan, have popularized the idea that there must be intelligent life 
in outer space.  From an evolutionary perspective, it would make sense to suggest such a possibility. People 
who believe this possibility contend that, if life evolved on earth by natural processes, intelligent life must 
exist somewhere else in the far reaches of space, given the size of the universe and the millions of possible 
planets. This idea is what motivates NASA to explore space. One can postulate endlessly about possibilities 
of intelligent life in outer space, but I believe a Christian worldview, built on the Bible, rejects such a possi-
bility.  Here is why:  During the six days of creation in Genesis 1, we learn that God created the earth first. 
On Day Four He made the sun and the moon for the earth, and then ñhe made the stars alsoò (Genesis 1:16). 
From these passages of Scripture it would seem that the earth is very specialðit is center stage. Everything 
else was made for purposes relating to the earth. For instance, the sun, moon, and stars were made ñfor signs, 
and for seasons, and for days, and yearsò (Genesis 1:14) Throughout the Old Testament, many passages    
distinguish between the heavens and the earth. Psalm 115:16 states, ñThe heaven, even the heavens, are the 
Lordôs: but the earth has he given to the children of men.ò Many other passages single out the earth as being 
special, made for humans to dwell on, and a focus of Godôs attention, such as Isaiah 66:1: ñThus says the 
Lord, The heaven is my throne, and the earth is my footstool.ò Isaiah 40:22 likens the heavens to a curtain 
that God basically stretches around Him: ñIt is he that sits upon the circle of the earth, and the inhabitants 
thereof are as grasshoppers; that stretches out the heavens as a curtain, and spreads them out as a tent to 
dwell in.ò  
 
     Such verses certainly imply that the earth is to be considered separate and special when compared with 
the rest of the universe, so they suggest that the earth alone was created for life. So far, based on manôs    
limited exploration of space and the solar system, this certainly holds true. But there is a theological reason 
that I believe rules out the possibility of intelligent life in outer space. The Bible makes it clear in Romans 
8:22 that the ñwhole creation groansò because of Adamôs sin. When Adam fell, the entire universe was      
affected. Not only this, but one day in the future, there will be ña new heaven and a new earth: for the first 
heaven and the first earth were passed awayò (Revelation 21:1).  Isaiah 34:4 states, ñAnd all the host of 
heaven shall be dissolved, and the heavens shall be rolled together as a scroll: and all their host shall fall 
down, as the leaf falls off from the vine, and as a falling fig from the fig tree.ò 
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Now here is the problem. If there are intelligent beings on other planets, then they would have been affected 
by the fall of Adam because the whole creation was affected. So, these beings would have to die because death 
was the penalty for sin. One day their planet will be destroyed by fire during Godôs final judgment, but they 
cannot have salvation because that blessing is given only to humans. When Jesus Christ stepped into history, 
He became the God-man. The Bible calls Him ñthe last Adamò and the ñsecond manò (1 Corinthians 
15:45, 47). He became the second perfect man (Adam was perfect before he sinned), and He took the place of 
the first Adam by dying for the human race. As the first Adam was the representative head of the human race, 
so Jesus became the new head, the last Adam. So there can be no other Savior, only Christ. Jesus now sits in 
the heavens, still in human form, sitting on His throne next to the Father. If Jesus stepped out of His human 
form, we would no longer have a Savior. He remains the God-man forever. But note, Jesus didnôt become a 
ñGod-Klingon,ò a ñGod-Vulcan,ò a ñGod-Cardassian,ò  ñGod -Little Green Manò ðHe became the God-man. 
It wouldnôt make sense theologically for there to be other intelligent, physical beings who suffer because of 
Adamôs sin but cannot be saved. Now, regarding animal life and plants existing on other planets, we cannot be 
so dogmatic because the Bible does not state whether life exists elsewhere in the universe. Based on the      
passages about the heavens and earth, however, I strongly suspect that life does not exist elsewhere. 

     So, the next time you hear someone talking about UFOs and Alien beings, think on the Scripture passages 
quoted above, and use them to segue into a presentation of the gospel: ñFor since by man came death, by Man 
also came the resurrection of the dead. For as in Adam all die, even so in Christ all shall be made 
aliveò         (1  Corinthians 15:21ï22). 
 
    And finally, all the talk about UFOôs and alien life finds its beginning in an evolutionary mindset and 
worldview, which is always contrary to Godôs Word. Below is a reprint of an excellent editorial from          
author Eric Metaxas on this very topic.

Science Increasingly Makes the Case for God  (The odds of life existing on another planet 

grow ever longer. Intelligent design, anyone?)  By  Eric Metaxas  Dec. 25, 2014  
 

   In 1966 Time magazine ran a cover story asking: Is God Dead? Many have accepted the cultural narrative 
that heôs obsoleteðthat as science progresses, there is less need for a ñGodò to explain the universe. Yet it 
turns out that the rumors of Godôs death were premature. More amazing is that the relatively recent case for 
his existence comes from a surprising placeðscience itself.  
 
   Hereôs the story: The same year Time featured the now-famous headline, the astronomer Carl Sagan an-
nounced that there were two important criteria for a planet to support life: The right kind of star, and a planet 
the right distance from that star. Given the roughly octillionð1 followed by 27 zerosðplanets in the universe, 
there should have been about septillionð1 followed by 24 zerosðplanets capable of supporting life. 
 
   With such spectacular odds, the Search for Extraterrestrial Intelligence, a large, expensive collection of    
private and publicly funded projects launched in the 1960s, was sure to turn up something soon. Scientists  
listened with a vast radio telescopic network for signals that resembled coded intelligence and were not merely 
random. But as years passed, the silence from the rest of the universe was deafening. Congress defunded SETI 
in 1993, but the search continues with private funds. As of 2014, researchers have discovered precisely      
bubkisð0 followed by nothing.  
 
   What happened? As our knowledge of the universe increased, it became clear that there were far more     
factors necessary for life than Sagan supposed. His two parameters grew to 10 and then 20 and then 50, and so 
the number of potentially life-supporting planets decreased accordingly. The number dropped to a few      
thousand planets and kept on plummeting. 
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Even SETI proponents acknowledged the problem. Peter Schenkel wrote in a 2006 piece for Skeptical        
Inquirer magazine: ñIn light of new findings and insights, it seems appropriate to put excessive euphoria to 
rest . . . . We should quietly admit that the early estimates . . . may no longer be tenable.ò 
 
   As factors continued to be discovered, the number of possible planets hit zero, and kept going. In other 
words, the odds turned against any planet in the universe supporting life, including this one. Probability said 
that even we shouldnôt be here. 
 
   Today there are more than 200 known parameters necessary for a planet to support lifeðevery single one of 
which must be perfectly met, or the whole thing falls apart. Without a massive planet like Jupiter nearby, 
whose gravity will draw away asteroids, a thousand times as many would hit Earthôs surface. The odds against 
life in the universe are simply astonishing.  
 
   Yet here we are, not only existing, but talking about existing. What can account for it? Can every one of 
those many parameters have been perfect by accident? At what point is it fair to admit that science suggests 
that we cannot be the result of random forces? Doesnôt assuming that an intelligence created these perfect  
conditions require far less faith than believing that a life-sustaining Earth just happened to beat the              
inconceivable odds to come into being? 
 
   Thereôs more. The fine-tuning necessary for life to exist on a planet is nothing compared with the fine-
tuning required for the universe to exist at all. For example, astrophysicists now know that the values of the 
four fundamental forcesðgravity, the electromagnetic force, and the ñstrongò and ñweakò nuclear forcesð
were determined less than one millionth of a second after the big bang. Alter any one value and the universe 
could not exist. For instance, if the ratio between the nuclear strong force and the electromagnetic force had 
been off by the tiniest fraction of the tiniest fractionðby even one part in 100,000,000,000,000,000ðthen no 
stars could have ever formed at all. Feel free to gulp. 
 
   Multiply that single parameter by all the other necessary conditions, and the odds against the universe      
existing are so heart-stoppingly astronomical that the notion that it all ñjust happenedò defies common sense. 
It would be like tossing a coin and having it come up heads 10 quintillion times in a row. Really? 
 
   Fred Hoyle, the astronomer who coined the term ñbig bang,ò said that his atheism was ñgreatly shakenò at 
these developments. He later wrote that ña common-sense interpretation of the facts suggests that a super-
intellect has monkeyed with the physics, as well as with chemistry and biology . . . . The numbers one         
calculates from the facts seem to me so overwhelming as to put this conclusion almost beyond question.ò 
 
   Theoretical physicist Paul Davies has said that ñthe appearance of design is overwhelmingò and Oxford  
professor Dr. John Lennox has said ñthe more we get to know about our universe, the more the hypothesis that 
there is a Creator . . . gains in credibility as the best explanation of why we are here.ò 
 
   The greatest miracle of all time, without any close seconds, is the universe. It is the miracle of all miracles, 
one that ineluctably points with the combined brightness of every star to somethingðor Someoneðbeyond 
itself.
