
     God tells us, through the Apostle Paul in 1 Thessalonians 5:16ï18, ñRejoice always, pray without 
ceasing, give thanks in all circumstances; for this is the will of God in Christ Jesus for you.ò These words are 
for all Christians! Rejoicing, prayer and thanksgiving are the very breath of the child of God. We could no 
more restrict them to one day a year than we could restrict our breathing to one day or our eating to one day. 
The child of God breathes in the grace and forgiveness of Jesus and the blessing and provision of our      
Heavenly Father, and breathes out by the power of the Holy Spirité. Joy, praise and thanksgiving! Let me 
focus on thanksgiving: 
 

 Thanksgiving is fundamentallyé..faith! It says that God is God, along with the realization that we are 
not god. We are receivers of His benevolence. Take a moment, grab a piece of paper and write ñPhysical Gifts 
from Godò and then write down a list of all that God has given youé.. start with life, air, consciousness, the 
ability to read and understand these words, and just keep writingé.. what an abundance of gifts from our   
Father! Then below that list, write ñSpiritual Gifts from God,ò then start another listéé you better include- 
Jesus, grace, mercy, forgiveness, salvation, eternal life, the indwelling Holy Spirit, specific gifts, etc. and so 
on. Okay? Now look over your list, do you see any of theseé.. pain, trial, suffering, persecution, tribulation, 
sickness, sorrow? Notice that the Lord says, ñgive thanks in all circumstances.ò Anyone can ógive thanksô 
once a year and it easy to ógive thanksô when things are good. Giving thanks to the Lord when things are    
difficult and painful is an act of firm and clear-eyed faith. Then you are thankful no matter what is happening 
around you or in your life. It is that persistent and constant quality that makes a firm faith so essential. 
 

 In order to give thanks óno matter what,ô you must believe that no matter what you experience here 
and now, God is with you, and He is blessing you, and He is guiding you, and you are safely in His care. You 
look at your life and the world around you through the eyes of faith and you see every experience as coming 
from the hand of God and for your eternal welfare. You face the reality of every situation, which you can   
never fully perceive with your senses, and measure the realities that you perceive in the light of unseen truths. 
This means then that you are the sort of Christian who actually walks by faith and not by sight, and not merely 
parroting those words because they sound right. 
 

 Indeed, we have our lives for which to thank God. We have Jesus Christ, the forgiveness of our sins 
and all of the wonderful promises of the Gospel about which to give thanks. We have the high privilege of 
sharing in the work of the Lord by bringing the Gospel to others, and by loving our neighbor, near and far, as 
His people. This, too, is worth our thanksgiving. Every moment of our lives is made possible by Godôs on-
going attention and care, and when our physical life is over, it is not really over. For those that believe, the 
end of life here is the beginning of a new and eternal life in the presence of God, away from sin and sorrow 
and death, and then life on the new earth which God will create.  
  
 It should be plain that such all-the-time thanksgiving will never allow the goodness of God or the  
magnitude of His promises to be far from our minds. Thanking God deepens our love and respect for Him as 
we remember all of His goodness, grace, and love for us. Not thinking to give thanks, or doing it only now 
and then, can allow us to lose our awareness of what God does for us everyday and how much He loves us, 
and can make it possible for our sinful flesh to deceive us into judging God by how well He meets our de-
mands and how we feel about any particular moment. That thinking is dangerous, God forbid it to enter our 
lives. 
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So, given all of that, who needs a special day to give thanks? Yes, we will honor that day. And we will gather 
on Thanksgiving Eve to not only give thanks and sing His praise, but to receive His precious Word and His 
blessed Sacrament. We will do this so we do not give the world a reason to forget or to doubt our faith and 
devotion. But, just one day of thanksgiving? I donôt think so!

    Are You Republican or Democrat?    by Ken Ham on September 16, 2020

Ok, now I have your attention! In the USA, a major election is looming, probably one of (if not) the most 
crucial in the history of this nation. Sometimes Iôve had conversations while out shopping where a store 
employee asks if Iôm Republican or Democrat. My answer? I tell them Iôm a Christian, and as a Christian, I 
build my worldview on the Bible. Then I explain that I will use the Bible as my absolute authority and 
judge politiciansô beliefs and promises accordingly. This will direct the way I vote. Iôve had Christians tell 
me that they grew up in a home where their parents always voted Democrat or Republican, and so they also 
will always vote for that party. But shouldnôt we as Christians instead judge the worldview of each candi-
date against the absolute authority of Godôs Word? We should then use this to determine who is the best 
candidate for whom to cast my vote. Now, that doesnôt mean everyone we vote for will be perfect . . . or 
even a Christian. We should recognize we live in a fallen world. As someone once said to me, ñIf you find 
the perfect church, donôt join it. Youôll ruin it.ò We must also understand that God has ordained govern-
ment (Romans 13; 1 Peter 2) for particular purposes (e.g., to maintain law and order).  Now I used the 
word judge above. Iôve had Christians tell me that I shouldnôt judge others (and theyôre always very judg-
mental when they state this!), and then they quote Matthew 7:1. But when you read Matthew 7:1ï5 in con-
text, you find that Jesus is warning believers against making judgments in a hypocritical or condemning 
manner. In John 7:24, Jesus stated, ñDo not judge by appearances, but judge with righteous judgment.ò No-
tice the Lordôs command here is that we are to judge. But before we make that judgment, we must make 
sure we are judging righteously from Godôs Word and not relying on our own opinion. It seems to 
me, when it comes to politics, many people express their opinions about candidatesô personalities, how they 
say things, and so on. But as Christians, we do have an absolute standard by which we are to judge, and we 
should use that same standard to judge others regarding what they believe and say. Yet it is a fallen world, 
so everything will not be black and white. So we must judge based on the absolute authority of Godôs 
Word. This way we can be much more discerning in deciding who gets our vote. I consider these things to 
be very important in guiding my voting: freedom for Christians to witness, preach Godôs Word, and freely 
exercise their faith; the need to put an end to abortion; and stances on other moral issues. Our responsibility 
is to research each political candidate, judge their worldview against Godôs Word, and pray earnestly for 
the sovereign God to guide us to the decision we need. You can find certain votersô guides to help you 
know what each candidate believes and where they stand on various issues at the following websites:   
iVoterGuide.com    ChristianVoterGuide.com   There is a pdf from the National Right to Life Commit-
tee compares the two primary presidential candidatesô views regarding abortion and the right to life. (it is 
printed on the next page)  So as you vote, donôt be a Republican or Democratðbe a Christian and vote 
for the best imperfect person who stands a good opportunity of getting elected. Then pray that they will 
pass policies that donôt hinder the spread of the gospel and will help save babies!
